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FY 2020-2023 TRANSPORTATION IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM (TIP) NOW ONLINE

The TIP represents a four year program (2020-2023) for improvements in the various transportation systems located within the
Mobile study area as identified in the Mobile MPQO’s Long Range Transportation Plan (LRTP), the twenty-five year plan for the Mobile
Urban area Destination 2040. The LRTP establishes the transportation programs that are needed to meet travel demand by the
study year and study area. LRTP projects that become funded are moved into the TIP and submitted to the Alabama Department of
Transportation (ALDOT), where they are programmed into the State Transportation Improvement Program (STIP). For MPO projects,
TIP project selection is based on priorities established by MPO member governments and the availability of funds through the
Surface Transportation Attributable program. For other projects, ALDOT has discretion of project funding based on availability of
funds from various types of funding categories. Most often, projects in the TIP are derived from the LRTP. The TIP guides ALDOT in
its annual allocation of funds for transportation improvements and becomes a part of the STIP.

Time to Cut the Red Tape and Modernize U.S. Infrastructure

The National Environmental Policy Act, or NEPA, was signed into law nearly 50 yearsago and hasn’t received a significant
update since 1986. This legislation was designed to ensure the proper evaluation and protection of the environment before, during
and after construction of infrastructure projects in the corresponding area.
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Unfortunately, activists frequently abuse theNEPA review process by dragging out environmental impact assessments and blocking
the development of, as well as improvements to, critical roads, bridges and energy infrastructure across the country. Their efforts
cause uncertainty around timelines and costs, making projects uneconomical and, without updating NEPA, many will never be built.

The Council on Environmental Quality is looking to streamline NEPA permitting and enforcement. These reforms will continue to
protect the environment whileincreasinginvestmentina variety of infrastructure projects, including lower-carbon energy
options like natural gas and renewables which have helped drive emissions down to their lowest levels in a generation. A modernized
NEPA will also strengthen America’s energy independence. That means more jobs, cleaner energy, and increased economic growth
from Mobile to Huntsville.

NEPA was designed to benefit both Americans and the environment. Further attempts at shutdowns or delays for beneficial
infrastructure projects, like Alabama’s Sabal Trail pipeline, will cost taxpayers more time and millions of dollars. We need to cut red
tape and burdensome regulations, put Alabamians to work, and develop our great state for future generations. Modernizing the
NEPA process will be a great first step.

Rural health care a priority in 2020 Ala. legislative session

MONTGOMERY, Ala. (WSFA) - Ways to strengthen rural health care are expected to be discussed during the 2020 legislative session,
which begins on Feb. 4.

States around the country are dealing with a health care crisis, including Alabama, where 13 hospitals have closed within the state in
about a decade. Seven of those were in rural parts of the state, according to the Alabama Hospital Association.

Speaker of the House Rep. Mac McCutcheon, R-Huntsville, said there are still questions surrounding ways to solve the issue.

“Having health care in any community is so important,” he said. “When you start looking at the overall rural health care plan to
include the hospitals, there’s just a lot of questions out there.”

Both President Pro Tempore Sen. Del Marsh, R-Anniston, and McCutcheon questioned whether hospitals are absolutely needed in
rural communities.

“There are many of those communities that you could not justify a hospital being there. We wish we could put a hospital in every
community, but you just can’t justify it on the financial side,” Marsh said. “We’ve got to make sure we can provide adequate health
care to our citizens."

He suggested they look at medical transport as one solution for people to receive the care they need.

“Maybe that’s the answer. Where at least if you’re in a rural community and you know you’re going to have good access to
transportation to medical care, that could be a solution to come of these problems,” Marsh said.

McCutcheon suggested depending on more clinics instead of hospitals.

“Is a hospital facility what is needed in certain areas to provide the proper care?” McCutcheon said.
Marsh wants to target efforts at why hospitals have left in communities.

“Is it because there are not enough doctors?” he said.
He anticipates future legislation that would encourage more doctors to work in rural areas.

Alabama Hospital Association Executive Vice President Danne Howard said having a clinic is not the same as having a hospital. HERE

Funding Opportunities

U.S. Department of Transportation Announces Funding Opportunity for Roadway Safety Tools

WASHINGTON — The U.S. Department of Transportation today published a Notice of Funding Opportunity (NOFO) to build the
capacity of state, local, and tribal governments to use innovative data tools and information to improve roadway safety.

“This is part of the Department’s ongoing effort to utilize predictive data analytics to identify and address systemic factors
contributing to crashes and improve roadway safety in communities across America,” said U.S. Transportation Secretary Elaine L.
Chao.
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The NOFO is an important step in the Department’s Safety Data Initiative, which helps communities devise policies to reduce roadway
fatalities. This funding opportunity makes available up to $3 million to develop, refine, and deploy safety tools that address specific
roadway safety problems. The Department anticipates making awards of $250,000 to $500,000 to each successful applicant.

Eligible applicants are state or local governments, metropolitan planning organizations and regional governments, other political
subdivisions of a state or local government, and tribal governments. The funding complements existing safety data improvement
programs at the Federal Highway Administration, the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration, and the Federal Motor Carrier
Safety Administration by focusing on improving data tools practitioners use to inform their policy and decision-making.

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U.S. Population Growing Very Slowly, Census Bureau Says

Ten states lost residents in 2019. But despite the country’s population gains slowing to a crawl, some states are
attracting more residents, with Idaho and Nevada growing fastest.

New York lost more residents than any other state in the country, but West Virginia lost the biggest percentage of its population in
2019, according to Census Bureau data released this week.

The U.S. population grew by about 1.5 million people between 2018 and 2019, but the country’s growth is slowing with births on the
decline in 42 states, according to the new data from the bureau.

More than 3.9 million people were born in the United States and 2.8 million people died, resulting in a natural population increase
of 956,674 people. It’s the first time in decades that the nation’s natural growth was less than 1 million people, according to Census
officials.

In a Brookings Institution report using the Census data, William Frey, a senior fellow, projected that the last decade will end up with
the slowest population growth for any 10-year period in U.S. history. He noted that this reflects an aging population, with fewer
young people under 18.

“The 2010s was a decade of fewer births, more deaths, and uneven immigration,” he wrote.

International migration to the United States, which has been on the decline since 2017, also grew the U.S. population by about
600,000 people.

The state that saw the largest percent decrease in population was West Virginia, which lost .7% of its population. Approximately
22,500 people died, 17,800 people were born, and 7,400 people moved out of West Virginia, leading to a net loss of about 12,100
residents. The state, dubbed ground zero for the opioid epidemic, leads the nation in opioid-related overdose deaths.

The state was one of four that saw more deaths than births in 2019. Deaths also outpaced births in Maine, New Hampshire and
Vermont. A total of 24 states reported an increase in deaths from 2018 to 2019.

Domestic migration also contributed significantly to population decreases in some states in 2019. The states that saw the greatest
number of people move away were California, New York and lllinois, which each lost more than 100,000 residents.

Donald Trump was among those who left New York in 2019, with the president and first lady filing to change their official residence
to Palm Beach, Florida where the Mar-a-Lago resort is located.

Combined with births and deaths, New York lost more residents than any other state, with a net population decrease of about 76,700
people.
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About half of registered voters in California have considered leaving the state, according to a recent poll by the University of
California, Berkeley. Voters said the biggest driver behind their consideration was the high cost of housing in the state, followed by
high taxes and California’s political culture. On the other hand, 50% of California residents in the same poll described the state as
“one of the best places to live. “Despite the decline in births and shifting migration patterns, 40 states and the District of Columbia
saw population increases between 2018 and 2019.

Idaho, where the population grew by 2.1%, had the greatest percentage increase in population. More than 27,000 people moved to
the state from elsewhere—so many coming from California, in fact, that some locals describe feeling resentful of the newcomers.

Nevada, Arizona and Utah tied for the next greatest percentage increase in population, with each state experiencing 1.7% growth in
population over the last year.

USDOT Seeking Insight For National Freight Strategic Plan

The U.S. Department of Transportation issued a request for information on December 27 to help develop a National Freight Strategic Plan
or NFSP that includes 11 “statutorily required components” mandated by the Fixing America’s Surface Transportation or FAST Act to
address the needs of multimodal freight transportation.

“The safe and efficient movement of freight is vital to the Nation’s economic growth and to the creation of well-paying jobs for millions of
Americans,” the agency said in its request. “The department seeks information from the public, including stakeholders — state and local
agencies, private owners and operators, industry trade groups, shippers and beneficial cargo owners — to aid development of the NFSP.”

The USDOT noted that a national freight strategy “will be helpful” in terms of infrastructure planning as it estimates that freight tonnage
will increase by 44 percent between 2015 and 2045, placing increased strain on a system that moves approximately 18 billion tons of
freight annually across the country via all modes of transportation.

The agency added that key aspects of this NFSP include: an assessment of the condition and performance of the national multimodal freight
network; freight volume forecasts over five, 10, and 20-year periods; identification of major freight gateways and as well as bottlenecks;
an assessment of statutory, regulatory, technological, institutional, financial, and other barriers to improved freight transportation
performance; a process for improving collaboration on multistate projects.

NHTSA Highlights Decline In Highway Crash Fatalities

The National Highway Traffic Safety Administration noted on December 20 that highway crash fatalities for the first nine months of 2019
declined by 2.2 percent compared to the first nine months of 2018; a trend that made the third quarter of 2019 the eighth consecutive
year-to-year quarterly decline in fatalities since the fourth quarter of 2017.

Concurrently, preliminary data from the Federal Highway Administration indicated that vehicle miles traveled or VMT during the first nine
months of 2019 increased by approximately 24 billion miles, or roughly one percent, versus the same period in 2018. As a result, the fatality
rate for the first nine months of 2019 decreased to 1.10 fatalities per 100 million VMT, down from the 1.13 fatalities in the first nine months
of 2018, NHTSA said.

That corresponds to a year-over-year decline in fatalities the agency noted from 2017 to 2018. NHTSA's data indicated that overall highway
crash fatalities declined 2.4 percent in 2018 — dropping to 36,560 deaths from 37,473 in 2017 — with the fatality rate per 100 million vehicle
miles traveled decreasing by 3.4 percent; from 1.17 in 2017 to 1.13 in 2018, the lowest fatality rate since 2014.

Those trends also dovetail with the goal of the ‘Toward Zero Deaths’ coalition — which the American Association of State Highway and
Transportation Officials joined nearly five years ago — to eliminate U.S. roadway fatalities.

Reducing highway fatalities and injuries is also an emphasis area of Patrick McKenna, director of the Missouri Department of Transportation
and AASHTO’s 2019-2020 president.

“Despite tremendous advances in technology and millions invested in [driver] education, the annual loss of life on our nation’s roads is
staggering,” he explained upon his election as AASHTO’s president at the organization’s annual meeting in October 2019.
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McKenna noted that AASHTO will continue its role in the Towards Zero Deaths and Vision Zero national coalitions while “facilitating a
conversation” with state DOTs and local communities to consider ways to deploy “innovative infrastructure designs and technologies” to
more safely accommodate pedestrians, bicyclists, and scooter users.

NHTSA Acting Administrator James Owens addedin a statementthat “dangerous actions continue to plague drivers,” such
as speeding, distraction, and driving under the influence of drugs or alcohol.

“The path forward calls for a combination of policies, research, and action that requires committed and sustained effort from state, local,
and Federal governments; and from highway safety partners, schools, and communities — all committed to reducing fatalities on our
nation’s roads,” he added.

To that end, Mike Tooley — director of the Montana Department of Transportation and chairman of AASHTO’s Committee on Safety —
explained in a recent video that state DOTs can engage in several key strategies to help reduce highway fatalities and injuries; hopefully
one day eradicating them altogether.
