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FY 2020-2023 TRANSPORTATION IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM (TIP) NOW ONLINE

The TIP represents a four year program (2020-2023) for improvements in the various transportation systems located within the
Mobile study area as identified in the Mobile MPQO’s Long Range Transportation Plan (LRTP), the twenty-five year plan for the
Mobile Urban area Destination 2040. The LRTP establishes the transportation programs that are needed to meet travel demand
by the study year and study area. LRTP projects that become funded are moved into the TIP and submitted to the Alabama
Department of Transportation (ALDOT), where they are programmed into the State Transportation Improvement Program
(STIP). For MPO projects, TIP project selection is based on priorities established by MPO member governments and the
availability of funds through the Surface Transportation Attributable program. For other projects, ALDOT has discretion of
project funding based on availability of funds from various types of funding categories. Most often, projects in the TIP are
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derived from the LRTP. The TIP guides ALDOT in its annual allocation of funds for transportation improvements and becomes a
part of the STIP.

Congress is in session.

Congress Look® Continue Progress on Surface Transportation Bill

With Congress back in Washington after the holiday recess, transportation leaders are hoping to make progress on surface
transportation legislation. According to Bloomberg reporting, House Transportation and Infrastructure Chair Peter DeFazio (D-
OR) said that he hopes his committee will be done drafting their surface transportation bill by end of January and Senate
Environment and Public Works Committee Chair John Barrasso (R-WY), said his panel’s highway bill (S. 2302 could come to the
floor soon after. Senate Finance Committee Chair Chuck Grassley (R-1A) said he and his staff are working to finalize a set of
transportation pay-fors that could enable Majority Leader Mitch McConnell (R-KY) to bring a rewrite of highway and transit
programs to the Senate floor soon after the impeachment trial of President Trump is concluded. “We’re still talking at the staff
level about putting together a package that will raise $113 billion,” Grassley said last month. The $113 billion in extra pay-fors
would augment existing federal excise taxes that support surface transportation programs. In its entirety, Barrasso’s bill would
authorize $287 billion of spending.

SeltDriving Legislation Unlikelyo Move With Surface Transportation Bill

Senator Maria Cantwell (D-WA) Ranking Member of the Senate Committee on Commerce, Science and Transportation has said
that new automated vehicle legislation is likely to move independently of a surface transportation bill. Currently, several portions
of a self-driving bill are being circulated that raise concerns about how the legislation will handle safety provisions and local
preemption. A time frame for a complete, draft bill has not yet been provided. Senator Gary Peters (D-MI) who cosponsored the
original AV Start Act (S.1889%has said that he does not yet know when another comprehensive self-driving bill will be
introduced.

TrumpAdministration Proposes Significant Changes to NEPA

The Trump administration today released a plan to revamp the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA), the 50-year-old
environmental law which requires in-depth analysis of projects that could have major environmental effects, including climate
change impacts. In an effort to speed federal review, the proposal would change NEPA so that federal agencies would not have
to consider “cumulative effects” of a project’s impacts, raising concerns among some that the climate impacts of infrastructure
projects, such as highways or oil and gas pipelines, will not be considered as part of the NEPA review. The proposal would
significantly expand the use of categorical exclusions under NEPA and limit preparation of full environmental reviews when
they are warranted to under two years and few than 200 pages. Under the administration's proposal, project sponsors
(including private companies) would be allowed to participate in the preparation of environmental documents, under agency
supervision. The Notice of Proposed Rulemaking can be found here. Comments will be due to the White House Council on
Environmental Quality, which oversees NEPA, sixty days after publication in the Federal Record, which is expected tomorrow.

Infrastructure For Rebuilding America

U.S. Transportation Secretary Elaine L. Chao Announces Availability of More Than
$900 Million for Infrastructure Investments Across America

WASHINGTON — U.S. Department of Transportation (USDOT) Secretary Elaine L. Chao today announced the latest round of the
Infrastructure for Rebuilding America (INFRA) discretionary grant program, which is making available more than $900 million for
American infrastructure investments. The INFRA program is expected to award $906 million to significant projects that support
the Administration’s focus on infrastructure improvements as outlined in the NOFO.

“The Department will invest more than $900 million in major projects that will improve transportation infrastructure, economic
productivity, and quality of life across our nation,” said U.S. Secretary of Transportation Elaine L. Chao.

INFRA advances a grant program established in the FAST Act of 2015 to help rebuild America’s aging infrastructure. INFRA
utilizes selection criteria that promote projects with national and regional economic vitality goals while leveraging non-federal
funding to increase the total investment by state, local, and private partners. The program also incentivizes project sponsors to
pursue innovative strategies, including public-private partnerships. INFRA promotes the incorporation of innovative technology,
such as broadband deployment and intelligent transportation systems, that will improve our transportation system. INFRA will
also hold recipients accountable for their performance in project delivery and operations.

The Department will make awards under the INFRA program to large and small projects. For a large project, the INFRA grant
must be at least $25 million. For a small project, the grant must be at least $5 million. For each fiscal year of INFRA funds, 10
percent of available funds are reserved for small projects.

The Department will award at least 25 percent of INFRA grant funding to rural projects, which often play a vital role in supporting
our national economic vitality. Addressing the deteriorating conditions and elevated fatality rates on our rural transportation
infrastructure is a key objective of the Department. For rural communities in need of funding for highway and multimodal freight
projects with national or regional economic significance, INFRA is an opportunity to apply directly for financial assistance from
the federal government.

INFRA grants may be used to fund a variety of components of an infrastructure project, however, the Department is specifically
focused on projects in which the local sponsor is significantly invested and is positioned to proceed rapidly to
construction. Eligible INFRA project costs may include: reconstruction, rehabilitation, acquisition of property (including land
related to the project and improvements to the land), environmental mitigation, construction contingencies, equipment
acquisition, and operational improvements directly related to system performance.

U.S. Department of Transportation Announces Funding Opportunity for Roadway Safety
Tools

WASHINGTON — The U.S. Department of Transportation today published a Notice of Funding Opportunity (NOFO) to build the
capacity of state, local, and tribal governments to use innovative data tools and information to improve roadway safety.

“This is part of the Department’s ongoing effort to utilize predictive data analytics to identify and address systemic factors
contributing to crashes and improve roadway safety in communities across America,” said U.S. Transportation Secretary Elaine
L. Chao.

The NOFO is an important step in the Department’s Safety Data Initiative, which helps communities devise policies to reduce
roadway fatalities. This funding opportunity makes available up to $3 million to develop, refine, and deploy safety tools that
address specific roadway safety problems. The Department anticipates making awards of $250,000 to $500,000 to each
successful applicant.

Eligible applicants are state or local governments, metropolitan planning organizations and regional governments, other political
subdivisions of a state or local government, and tribal governments. The funding complements existing safety data improvement
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programs at the Federal Highway Administration, the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration, and the Federal Motor
Carrier Safety Administration by focusing on improving data tools practitioners use to inform their policy and decision-making.

Regarding transportation network companies, the jury is still out on the effect on congestion of Uber and its brethren, and early
efforts to connect TNCs with transit, or paratransit, have yet to prove effective in reducing congestion or pollution.

‘*NoBah Express’ surf aced0poectan al ter natf

An Interstate 10 freeway dubbed the “North Bay Express” connecting Virginia Street in Mobile to Daphne without any exits
leading motorists to the Spanish Fort Causeway is under consideration as an alternative to the 1-10 Mobile River Bridge
project.

The expressway, which would be a new four-lane highway adjacent to the existing Bayway, would be much cheaper than the
state’s $2.1 billion I-10 project, costing around $1.2 billion.

The freeway, like the original I-10 project, would include a new 215-foot-tall bridge over the Mobile River.

But the new proposal doesn’t require demolishing the existing Bayway, nor would it include tolling the George Wallace
Tunnel — both sensitive issues that eventually led to the I-10 Mobile River Bridge’s downfall.

What'’s unclear is if the new freeway would be assessed a toll, or whether the project would be crafted as a public-private
partnership (P3) as the previous I-10 proposal.

Concerns about the alternative proposal have surfaced along the Eastern Shore in Baldwin County because of a lack of exists
onto the Causeway.

“It would be detrimental to the Eastern Shore and Baldwin County as a whole to have an expressway that didn’t exit at mid -
Bay,” said Spanish Fort Mayor Mike McMillan.

McMillan said that the Eastern Shore Metropolitan Planning Organization —which voted in August to remove the I-10 project
from its short-term transportation improvement plan, or TIP — has been meeting with the Mobile MPO. The two groups, he
said, are in conversations over a “new way to do the bridge scenario.”
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Thus far, Alabama Gov. Kay lvey’s office hasn’t been included. Ivey, who declared the previous |-10 project as “dead” after
the Eastern Shore MPQ’s vote in August, has since said it’s up to local officials to resurrect the project.

Mobile Mayor Sandy Stimpson, late last month, said he feels disappointed over what he said was the Eastern Shore MPQ’s
vote to “kill it.”

He also said it’s up to McMillan and Daphne Mayor Dane Haygood — who is chairman of the Eastern Shore MPO — to support
an alternative plan. The Eastern Shore MPQ’s policy board next meets at 10 a.m. on Jan. 22 at Daphne City Hall.

“There is a much greater impact that this has on the region and | hope we can overcome some self-serving interests to do
the right thing and that is to get the bridge built," said Stimpson.

Haygood said he’s hopeful that both MPQO’s can get together and meet and discuss an alternative plan. He said “it’s
paramount” for coastal Alabama “to speak in a harmonious way and not a divisive way” regarding the project.

Haygood said he would like hold a joint MPO meeting to further the discussions.

“We’d be happy to facilitate that,” said Haygood. “We are working within the region to make sure that we have that
consensus and try to make sure there is a comfort level to try and move it forward so everyone is comfortably politically as
well.”

State Sen. Greg Albritton, R-Range, has been working with the MPOs in crafting a project alternative. But Albritton said he
doesn’t see much movement coming in the months ahead.

“This is in the hands of the MPOs,” said Albritton. “We’re going to be waiting on the MPOs to do something or nothing. There
are concerns on both sides so | don’t know we’re prepared or ready to move on anything. We’re still split apart in Mobile,
the Eastern Shore and in Montgomery.”

Albritton said he doesn’t anticipate anything surfacing until after the spring legislative session, which typically runs until
May.

“With the session coming in, | don’t know there will be room in the agenda to deal with it,” he said.

Alabama Auditor Jim Zeigler, who oversees an anti-toll Facebook page and led the opposition to the previous project last
year, said his group plans to “carefully study” the latest proposal.

“We will attempt to have some input from local drivers and businesses before it ever becomes a done deal,” he said.

lvey announces $7M in road projects funded by new gas tax money

Governor Kay Ivey and the Alabama Department of Transportation announced 31 road and bridge projects on Thursday that
would be receiving grants from the state.

Together, the 31 grants are worth $7 million. The money for the projects comes from the Annual Grant Program, a new pool of
funds established under the Rebuild Alabama Act that is intended for local projects municipalities/counties cannot pay for on
their own. The Annual Grant Program is a small portion of the overall revenue generated by Rebuild Alabama.

The Rebuild Alabama Act is the name of the bill championed by Ivey that the Alabama legislature overwhelmingly passed in the
spring of 2019. The act raises the gas tax in Alabama by ten cents over three years in order to pay for infrastructure projects like
roads and bridges. A six-cent increase to the gas tax happened in September 2019, with a two-cent increase to follow in 2020
and 2021.

“An investment in our roads and bridges is an investment in the future of Alabama. These $7 million in funds will go a long way
in helping communities across the state address various road and bridge projects,” lvey said.

The Annual Grant Program is composed of $10 million each year. The remaining $3 million will be awarded later in 2020.
According to the governor’s office, “all projects will be under contract by the end of the calendar year, after bids are taken.”

“I am proud to see the continuing positive ramifications from the Rebuild Alabama Act. Soon, every Alabama citizen will feel the
benefits from this additional investment in our infrastructure,” lvey concluded.

Alabama ramps up public information blitz ahead of diverging diamond intercha
opening

Alabama’s first diverging diamond project is months from completion, and state transportation officials want to make sure
the public is aware of what they will soon encounter.

A Facebook page has been promoted since Jan. 2, and the state will soon send out an information direct mailer to residents
around the interchange’s location at Alabama State Route 181 and Interstate 10 in Daphne near the Eastern Shore Centre
mall.

“We hope that the public finds it to be a useful information sharing hub for all things for the diverging diamond interchange,”
said Katelyn Turner, spokeswoman with the Alabama Department of Transportation, referring to the Facebook page.
“Facebook ads, radio and TV advertisement will pick up as well the closer we get to the traffic shift.”

ALDOT hasn’t set an estimated completion date for the new interchange, other than to say that it’s expected to be ready by
late spring.

Lane closures in and around the area will become the norm until the project is completed. Turner said to expect for
alternating lane closures to pick up in the area as crews widen Route 181 from U.S. 90 to Eastern Shore Boulevard and
undertake various other items to get the interchange ready for the new configuration. The lane closures began on Tuesday.

The state views the $7.3 million reconfiguration of the congested area as a way to eradicate major disruptions and traffic
headaches that occur within an area surrounded by retail stores. The interchange is in close distances to the Eastern Shore
Centre, Lowe’s, Sam’s Club and numerous car dealerships and eateries. The average daily traffic count for the area is over
60,000 vehicles.

The state wants to provide as much information as possible ahead of the interchange’s opening. An online instructional
video shows how traffic will flow through the interchange once its reconfigured, and promotes the design as being safer than
a typical lighted traffic signal.

The design looks complex, but proponents say it’s a relatively simply way to cross a busy interchange. They claim it’s a much
safer interchange because they allow for free-flowing travel.

It’s confusing,” one woman wrote.
“Goofy as hell,” said another.

The unconventional interchange has been embraced by the Federal Highway Administration as transportation officials seek
designs that promote safety while decreasing congestion and reducing costs.

Diverging diamond interchanges are a French import to the United States, with its first usage occurring just outside Paris in
the 1970s.

There are 99 diverging diamond interchanges in the U.S., with the most recent opening occurring in August at 1-24 and U.S
60 in Paducah, Ky.

U.S. Transportation Secretary Elaine L. Chao Announces New Initiatives to Improve
Safety on Americads Roads

WASHINGTON — U.S. Department of Transportation (USDOT) Secretary Elaine L. Chao today spoke at the 99t Annual Meeting of
the Transportation Research Board (TRB) where she announced new transportation initiatives aimed at harnessing new and
existing technologies to improve safety for the traveling public and first responders.

“These safety initiatives will make a difference in saving lives and help prevent injuries among first responders and all road
users,” said U.S. Secretary of Transportation Elaine L. Chao.

Today, Secretary Chao announced the next phase of the Partnership for Analytics Research in Traffic Safety (PARTS) program.
PARTS Il expands participation in the PARTS program to include almost 70% of the U.S. automobile market and will collect data
on additional advanced driver-assistance systems (ADAS) such as Adaptive Cruise Control and Lane Keep Assist. Results derived
from analysis of up-to-date-real-world performance data will assist researchers in assessing the safety effectiveness of these
systems.

PARTS is a voluntary, data-driven safety partnership between USDOT’s National Highway Traffic Safety Administration and the
automobile industry. Earlier in this Administration, six manufacturers participated in this program to gather data on Automatic
Emergency Braking Systems. Vehicles with this technology reported 53% fewer rear-end collisions than vehicles without
Automatic Emergency Braking Systems based upon preliminary data from the initial program.

Secretary Chao also announced a new program designed to help avoid traffic accidents and save the lives of first responders
rushing to aid in emergencies. The Department intends to invest up to $38 million for the First Responder Safety Technology
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Pilot Program that will help equip emergency response vehicles and key infrastructure with vehicle-to-everything (V2X)
communication technology. These systems will use the 5.9 Gigahertz Safety Band of spectrum currently allocated by the FCC for
use in transportation systems.

Finally, the Department is endorsing a standardized listing of recommended ADAS terminology through an initiative
entitled “Clearing the Confusion,” spearheaded by the National Safety Council, AAA, Consumer Reports and J.D. Power. The
recommended ADAS terminology is based on ADAS system functionality. Currently, there is variance among manufacturers and
standard language will ensure drivers are aware that these systems are designed to “assist,” not replace an engaged driver.

FederalData Shows Highway Usage Continues to Grow

American motorists continue driving billions of miles on already stressed roads and highways. The Federal Highway
Administration’s (FHWA) latest report shows 285.1 billion total vehicle miles traveled (VMT) in October 2019, a 1 percent
increase from October 2018. The FHWA also found that 2019 cumulative travel increased at the same pace.

The heavy usage is also straining state transportation budgets. The rise of fuel-efficient vehicles, electric cars, and hybrid
automobiles means state gas taxes now generate less revenue for maintenance and construction. Consequently, state
lawmakers are considering taxing motorists based on the miles they drive rather than the gasoline they purchase.

The December 2019 State Funding Initiatives report found that 14 states have pursued a potential VMT tax. lllinois,
Massachusetts, Minnesota, New Mexico, and New York have created task forces or pilot programs to assess the possibility of a
mileage user fee in their state. Illinois will consider the charge at around 2.1 cents per mile. Other states have proceeded even
further. Oregon is expanding its pilot program, and Utah will provide alternative-fuel vehicle owners the option to pay road-
usage fees instead of additional registration charges.

GAO Recommends FTA Improve Communication Processes For Rural Transit Services

A new 36-page report from the Government Accountability Office recommends that the Federal Transit Administration develop
a communication plan that will “effectively share information with state and local stakeholders” on coordination opportunities
in an “accessible and informative” way — particularly where rural transit services are concerned.

The GAO noted that public transportation in rural areas is “critical to connecting people to medical services, jobs, education, and
shopping” and that FTA allocated about $2.1 billion in formula grants over the last three years to support rural and tribal transit.

Yet the agency’s report indicated that providing transit services in rural areas can be challenging and that coordination of
transportation services among federal programs is limited.

“The FTA has several efforts under way to facilitate coordination, but results are mixed,” GAO said.

While the FTA and the federal interagency Coordinating Council on Access and Mobility issued a strategic plan in October 2019,
it noted that FTA does not expect to issue a final report to Congress containing recommendations for enhancing interagency
coordination until September of this year.

GAO added that it has found “limitations” with FTA’s current information-sharing approach, which makes information on
coordination-related issues difficult to identify and access.
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“Stakeholders want additional information from FTA on leading coordination practices, such as ways to coordinate with other
providers,” the agency noted. “Improving communication and sharing additional coordination-related information could help
rural and tribal transit providers identify additional coordination practices they could pursue to improve rural transportation
services.”

USDOTeeking Insight For National Freight Strategic Plan

The U.S. Department of Transportation issued a request for information on December 27 to help develop a National Freight Strategic
Plan or NFSP that includes 11 “statutorily required components” mandated by the Fixing America’s Surface Transportation or FAST
Act to address the needs of multimodal freight transportation.

“The safe and efficient movement of freight is vital to the Nation’s economic growth and to the creation of well-paying jobs for millions
of Americans,” the agency said in its request. “The department seeks information from the public, including stakeholders — state and
local agencies, private owners and operators, industry trade groups, shippers and beneficial cargo owners — to aid development of
the NFSP.”
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The USDOT noted that a national freight strategy “will be helpful” in terms of infrastructure planning as it estimates that freight
tonnage will increase by 44 percent between 2015 and 2045, placing increased strain on a system that moves approximately 18 billion
tons of freight annually across the country via all modes of transportation.

The agency added that key aspects of this NFSP include: an assessment of the condition and performance of the national multimodal
freight network; freight volume forecasts over five, 10, and 20-year periods; identification of major freight gateways and as well as
bottlenecks; an assessment of statutory, regulatory, technological, institutional, financial, and other barriers to improved freight
transportation performance; a process for improving collaboration on multistate projects.

The Department of Transportation has identified transporta tion
assets that fall within Opportunity Zones with the goal of driving
investment of all types to these important areas
